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dealing with the character limit

• EDIT: 
• Use plain language and not strictly formal language

• Address to the reader’s attention
‘It’s time to make sure that you’re ready for X’ = ‘Are you ready for X?’ or 
even: ‘Ready for X?’

• ABBREVIATE: 
• Contractions and abbreviations are routine on Twitter
Government > gov; by the way > BTW; in my opinion > IMO

• Make sure they’re recognisable in context
‘acc.’ by itself is confusing, but in ‘acc. to a spokesperson’ it’s obviously
according

• Develop a sense for what is and isn’t appropriate

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dealing with the character limit

• USE HASHTAG AND SYMBOLS:

• Instead of tweeting about some topic, location or 

conference and adding a hashtag at the end integrate 
the tag into the body of your tweet. 

• Swapping & for and ; putting ‘~’ expresses
approximately; the = (equals sign) is shorthand for “is, 
means, amounts to”, and so on.

• GET CREATIVE

• explore the opportunity your language can offer

• If you like it, retweet it!
